Allchurches Trust - Hope Beyond 
Grants of up to £50,000 are available for churches and Christian charities to help them and the communities they 
support to adapt to the challenges and opportunities presented by the Coronavirus crisis. The following themes will be 
addressed:  
Å Projects responding to the issues of loneliness and isolation exacerbated by Covid-19  
Å Projects focused on growing community resilience and promoting mental and emotional health and wellbeing 
Å Projects focused on growing technological capability and resilience 

There is no deadline. Applications will be accepted on a rolling basis until all the funding has been allocated.  
 
BFI - Culture Recovery Fund for Independent Cinemas 

£30m has been allocated to the Culture Recovery Fund for Independent Cinemas in England as part of the UK 
Governmentôs cultural recovery package providing £1.57 billion to support Britainôs world-class cultural, arts and heritage 
institutions. Non-profit and independent cinemas who are facing challenges due to Covid-19 will be able to apply. The 
fund opens on 10 August and closes 30 October.  
 
Clinks - Covid-19 Response Grants 
Covid-19 response grants programme has moved into a new phase, looking beyond immediate needs brought about by 
Covid-19 and towards recovery. Grants amounting from £3,000 to £5,000 are available for voluntary organisations that 
are working in the criminal justice and with annual income under £500,000 in order to support their vital work during 
Coronavirus. Deadline for applications is 17 August.  
 
Comic Relief: Apply For A Covid-19 Community Grant (England) 
Grants of £4,000 are available for grass roots, not for profit voluntary or community organisations (including registered 
charities/companies) with an annual turnover of under £250,000  in order for them to respond to the current crisis and 
recover through enhanced Capacity building grants of £1000. Check the website to see Comic Reliefs strategic themes. 

Please note that there is particular interest in receiving applications from charities who support BAME and LGBTQ 
communities, who have been disproportionally affected by the Covid-19 crisis. 
 
The Community Justice Fund 
The Community Justice Fund anticipates to make grants in the range of £25,000 to £75,000 to help specialist social 
welfare legal advice organisations cope with the immediate impact of the Covid-19 pandemic and lay the foundations for 
longer-term renewal. This range is indicative and organisations can apply for less than £25,000 if that is what is needed. 
The Fund may also be able to make grants larger than £75,000 in certain circumstances. The first wave of funding is 
open for applications on a rolling weekly basis, with no fixed deadline. Organisations are encouraged to apply early in 
the week if they wish to be considered in the following week. 
 
Coronavirus Community Fund – Update  
Coronavirus Community Fund has just reopened for applications. Grants are available of up to £10,000 for individual 
and group applications. This phase 3 of grant making will support the development of self sufficient and resilient 
communities, by helping to support solutions rather than the symptoms of problems. Funds are available for either 
projects or running costs but the work supported must be aimed at strengthening communities and/or strengthening the 
organisations that provide vital support to communities. The priorities for funding are the following:  

¶ Good jobs & economic growth 

¶ Zero hunger 

¶ Good health & wellbeing 

¶ No poverty

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Culture Recovery Fund :Grants Programme 
This programme is open to arts and cultural organisations, including charitable and non-profit organisations that were 
financially stable before the Covid-19 crisis but are now at imminent risk of failure. Grants amount between £50,000 and 
£3 million. Deadline for applications for Round 1 is 21 August.  
 
Common Call Fund  
Grants of £1,000 - £3,000 are available to Black-led social enterprises and charities so that they are able to survive and 
even thrive in the Covid period. They are specifically looking for organisations that are creating impact in deprived 
communities and providing services to people that have been adversely affected by the Covid crisis in terms of physical 
health, mental health and/or financially. There is no time limit on the grant and it does not have to be set towards a 
particular project. 

 
Covid-19 Homelessness Response Fund - second round of funding 
Homelessness organisations affected directly by Covid-19 can now apply for funding of £5.5million in a second round 
of grants distributed by Homeless Link. The funding aims to provide emergency financial assistance to local 
homelessness organisations, preventing closure, service cuts or staff redundancies threatened by increased 
operational costs and a loss of fundraised income due to the Coronavirus. Grants of £10,000 - £100,000 are available 
depending on your turnover. Next deadline for application is on 14 September 2020.  
 
Covid-19 Community Led Organisations Recovery Scheme  

£9.5 million of funding will support community led organisations in England. Community organisations in England who 
are facing financial difficulties caused by Covid-19 will be able to apply for grants of up to £100,000. The scheme is 
aimed at organisations delivering services in their local community to support people who are at high risk from Covid-19, 
with an emphasis on Black, Asian and Minority Ethnic (BAME)-led or BAME-supporting businesses. Deadline for the 
final round is 11 August from 10am till 1pm. 
 
Knabs Ridge Wind Farm Community Fund – Round 2  
Small local charities and voluntary and community groups - responding to needs that are a result of the coronavirus 
pandemic- based in the parishes of Felliscliffe, Hampsthwaite, Birstwith, Norwood, Menwith with Darley, Haverah Park 
with Beckwithshaw and Fewston can apply for grants between £500 - £2,500. The deadline for this round is 29 
September 2020. 
 
LGBTQ+ Covid-19 Fund 

Grants of up to £15,000 will soon be available to LGBTQ+ organisations and groups with income under £100,000 to 

support their vital role in supporting LGBTQ+ communities through the coronavirus pandemic and beyond.  

 

Linley & Simpson - Community Fund 
As a result of Covid-19 crisis Linley and Simpson are looking to support local schools, sports clubs and community 
groups with their new Community Fund throughout 2020. Visit their website to apply for sponsorship.  
 
Lloyds bank Foundation - Covid Recovery Fund 
Lloyds Bank Foundation launched £7.4 million Covid funding aimed at supporting charities to recover beyond the 
immediate crisis. Small and medium sized charities with an income of between £25,000 and £1 million a year that are 
helping people overcome complex social issues such as dependency, homelessness and domestic abuse are eligible to 
apply. The Fund will offer around 140 charities a two-year unrestricted grant of £50,000 alongside a Development 
Partner to help them navigate a tumultuous future. Deadline for applications is on 11 September.  
 
National Lottery Heritage Fund - Culture Recovery Fund for Heritage 
Grants between £10,000 to £3million are available for Heritage organisations that were financially sustainable before 
Covid-19, have exhausted all other financing options, and are now at risk of failure. Deadline for applications is 17 
August 2020.

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Small business grants – Reminder  
If you havenôt yet applied, please check your local District Councilôs website for up-to-date information on the Local 
Authority Discretionary Grants Fund as most have closed, but some are re-opening the fund for a second round of 
applications. 
 
Social Enterprise Support Fund 
Grants of between £10,000 and £300,000 are available to help social enterprises during Covid-19. Applications for 
round 2 open at 1pm on Thursday 13 August and closes at 1pm on Thursday 20 August 2020. Applications for Round 3 
open at 1pm on Thursday 10 September and close at 1pm on Thursday 17 September 2020.  
 
UK Community Foundations - B.A.M.E Infrastructure Support Fund 
This fund seeks to support BAME-led organisations that can help other BAME groups and organisations access their 
local Community Foundation and secure National Emergencies Trust (NET) funds from them during the Coronavirus 
crisis. Grants of between £5,000 and £20,000 over a maximum of three months are available. Applications will be 
considered by an independent panel every week and awards made as quickly as possible thereafter. The panel will 
award grants as applications are received from an open call on a rolling basis. 
 
Volant Charitable Trust - Covid-19 Response Fund 
This Fund aims to help charities in the UK and abroad to alleviate social deprivation, helping vulnerable people 
affected by the coronavirus pandemic. Grants are made at the sole discretion of the Trustees. Deadline for applications 
is 31 December 2020.  
 
WRAP Covid-19 Emergency Surplus Food Grant: phase 2 
Phase 2 of the Covid-19 Emergency Surplus Food Grant is open for applications from small not-for-profit organisations 
in England who redistribute surplus food to people in need. Grants between £5,000 and £15,000 are available. Grants 
are being awarded on 'first come, first served' basis. Deadline for applications is 28 August.

How funders are responding to the Covid-19 crisis 

Please note funders have been reviewing their funding and programmes due to the Covid-19 crisis and are re-
sponding in different ways. Some funders have temporarily suspended grants to new applications to better sup-
port existing grant holders or have repurposed their funds to support charities significantly impacted by the cur-
rent crisis. Some are extending their deadlines for current funds. Some are accepting applications as usual but 
are warning there will be delays in assessing these. Some are encouraging charities to reach out and let them 
know if there is anything more they can do to offer further support. Some funders are adapting their pro-
grammes as the crisis develops. 

In the circumstances if currently working on an application or planning to prepare an application to an identified 
funder please visit their website for their most up to date information and guidance and keep checking for any 
changes until you are ready to submit your application. If you are already in direct contact with them keep in 
touch and updated. 

 

Yorkshire and Humber Funders are collaborating to support charities and communities respond to 
Covid 19 

Against the backdrop of the already existing needs and challenges of the people and places in our region fun-
ders that have been supporting charities and communities across Yorkshire and Humber are trying to up their 
game in response to the significantly greater call on all of them because of Covid 19. All six Community Founda-
tions in Yorkshire and Humber are part of the  We Stand With The Sector Funders Response  and through 
the Yorkshire Funderôs Forum the aim is to work with other funders to increase collaboration between local, 
regional and national funders during this crisis for Yorkshire and Humber. The six Community Foundations will 
also be the main distributing partners of the National Emergencies Trust (NET) Appeal.

Comic Relief - Change Makers 
This funding opportunity is about looking to the future and making a bigger change. Not-for-profit organisations with 
proposals to make lasting change related to the social change themes of homelessness, migration, gender justice, 
mental health, and early childhood development can apply for grants between £150,000 to £600,000 for three to five 
years. Deadline for Expressions of Interest is 28 August.  
 
The Schroder Charity Trust 
Registered charities can apply for grants of up to £5,000. They fund both core costs and specific projects, but not large 

capital appeals. Grants are usually for a one-year period, rather than over multiple years. They encourage applications 
from organisations working in the following areas: 

Å          Education and young people 
Å          Communities, environment and conservation 
Å          Health, arts and culture, international development, heritage and Armed Forces. 

There are no set deadlines for the Schroder Charity Trust. Trustees meet twice a year – around June and November.  
 
Thomas Wall Trust - Charities Grant Programme 
The Charities Grant Programme is now open to applications and is offering grants up to £5,000 towards specific projects 
or core activities that support literacy, numeracy, digital and additional skills for learning that are likely to assist 
employment prospects. The programme aims to support people with an emphasis on building confidence, knowledge 
and skills, and therefore increasing prospects of employment. The deadline for submitting an Expression of Interest form 
is Friday 4 September 2020. 

 
On-going from last issue with deadlines  

 
The AB Charitable Trust  
Grants of £10,000 - £20,000 are available for charities that defend human rights and promote respect for vulnerable 
individuals whatever their circumstances. The Trust is particularly interested in charities that work with marginalised 
and excluded people in society, with a focus on migrants, refugees and asylum seekers, criminal justice and penal 
reform, human rights, particularly access to justice. Application deadlines for 2020/21 have been published on the 
website: 31 October 2020, 31 January 2021, 25 April 2021.  

 
Community Investment Fund - Richmondshire 
The Community Investment Fund is designed to support community projects or activities taking place within one of five 
growth areas of Richmondshire. With a total allocation of £300,000, applications will be considered on a quarterly basis. 
Applications for grants should be for no less than £1,000 and no more than £50,000. Applications requesting £5,000 and 
above must be supported by a business plan. Next deadline is 31 October 2020.  
 
Co-operative Bank Customer Donation Fund (scroll down to bottom of webpage to download application form) 
The Co-operative Bank offer Community Directplus account holders the opportunity to apply for up to £1,000 for 
community projects  through their unique Customer Donation Fund. Deadlines: end of September, end of March. 
 
The DôOyly Carte Charitable Trust 
Registered charities can apply for grants amounting between £500 - £5,000. The areas of interest are the 
advancement of the arts, health and medical welfare, environmental protection or improvement. There are three 
grantmaking meetings held annually which usually take place in March, July and November. Next deadline for 
applications is 8 October 2020. 
 
Esmée Fairbairn Foundation  

Note: This funder is currently closed to new applications from organisations they donôt already fund to prepare for their 
new strategy and to work closely with supported organisations through the coronavirus crisis.  Applications under the 
new strategy will open later this year.

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Henry Smith Strengthening Communities  
Grant Programme, £20,000-£60,000, is designed to support small, community-led charitable organisations working at 
grassroots level, particularly in one of the 10% most disadvantaged areas of the UK that are economically marginalised 
and affected by poverty. Funding is available for running costs which may include salaries, project costs, and small 
capital costs. Apply anytime. The Trustees meet quarterly. Note: As the application process takes approximately 6 
months, the funder would like your application to detail how you would wish to deliver your services once the current 

government restrictions have been lifted.  
 
Joseph Rowntree Charitable Trust – Power and Accountability Fund 
This Fund will support projects that challenge how power is concentrated, shared and used and how it is changing 
through globalisation, new technology, new channels of communication, extreme inequality and other factors. The 
funding priorities are: strengthening corporate accountability, strengthening democratic accountability, encouraging 
responsible media. Deadline for applications is 24 August.  
 
The NFU Mutual Community Giving Fund (CGF) 
Charities, schools, and community groups can apply for grants of up to £1,000 for the following funding priorities:  

¶ Connecting the community; reducing social isolation, providing opportunities, and encouraging resilience 

¶ Providing care and support to vulnerable members of our community 

¶ Relieving poverty; improving the health and wellbeing of our communities 

¶ Advancing education and experiences for young people 

Next deadlines for applications: 30 September 2020, 1 December 2020 
 
Persimmon Community Champions 
Persimmonôs Community Champions initiative funds good causes across the UK. Each of their 31 businesses and PLC 
head office are giving away up to £2000 each every month fund local community initiatives. From April 2020 all funding 
will go directly to groups supporting the over 70s. Apply anytime.  
 
Police, Fire and Crime Commissioner Community Fund 
Funds from £500 up to £20,000 will be awarded for specific projects that support communities within North Yorkshire to 
ñBe Safe and Feel Safeò. The fund is specifically for local organisations, groups or individuals who need money to help 
fund a new community safety project or scheme. Next deadlines for applications: 21 October 2020, 21 January 2021         
 
The Postcode Community Trust: Community Grants  
The Postcode Community Trust supports projects which improve community health and wellbeing; arts and physical 
recreation; and reduce isolation. Applications are two-staged. Funding up to £2,000 for voluntary and community 
organisations, community interest companies, not-for-profit organisations and social enterprises; registered charities and 
CIOs can apply for up to £20,000. Final funding round of 2020 will be open from 4-19 August 2020. 
 
Ryedale District Council Community Grants 
Open to any Ryedale community-based organisation or group for projects that make a positive impact on community 
owned or managed facilities in Ryedale.  Project costs of up to £1,000 are eligible for 100% grant funding; for grants up 
to £5,000 the maximum grant will be 25% of your project costs. Closing dates for applications are 1 September for a 
decision on 12 November 2020 and 4 January 2021 for a decision on 18 March 2021.  
 
The Screwfix Foundation 
The Foundation donates funds to all sorts of projects, from repairing buildings and improving facilities in deprived areas, 
to decorating the homes of people living with sickness and disabilities. Funding of up to £5,000 is available to local 
registered charities and not-for-profit organisations. Trustees meet to review applications in February, May, August and 
November.

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Swire Charitable Trust - Update  
The Trust has three themes for grant giving:  
 
¶ Community & social welfare: supporting long-term positive change in the lives of disadvantaged people and their 

communities, focussing on care leavers, people with disabilities, homeless people, ex-services people and victims 
of slavery and human trafficking 

¶ Education & training: enabling children and adults to fulfil their potential, focussing on narrowing the attainment 
gap, improving essential literacy and numeracy skills, empowering young people to engage with education and 
training 

¶ Heritage: to restore neglected buildings and monuments, especially smaller charities which offer employment or 
volunteering opportunities for local residents. 

Update: The Trust is now accepting online funding requests. Funding requests less than £25,000 will be reviewed on a 
monthly basis. Those for more than £25,000 and received after 1 June will be tabled for discussion at their Quarterly 
Trustees Meeting at the beginning of October.  
 
Warburtons   
Based on Warburtonsô localism approach, applications for its Community Grants will be sent to the bakery or depot 
closest to you and they will make a decision. Grants of up to £250 support charitable organisations that require small 
grants up to £250 to help them deliver a broader activity. Warburtons also donates its products to support local 
community activities. Deadlines are quarterly. The closing date for applications is 12 August 2020. 
 
The Wharfedale Foundation 
Local not-for-profit organisations located within Yorkshire are eligible to apply for grants for projects that address the  
divisions in society by developing greater understanding of social justice and diversity.  

¶ Small Grants Programme - a one stage process for smaller organisations with an income of less than £50,000 
seeking grants of up to £500. Deadlines for applications are 31 July and 30 September 2020.  

¶ Main Funding Programme - a two stage process for organisations with an income of up to £250,000. The typical 
grant is normally around £2,000-£3,000. Deadlines for applications  are 26 June nd 18 September 2020.  

Update: The Foundation continue to accept applications under the usual criteria but due to the effect on income they 
have reduced the maximum grant to £2,500 for the foreseeable future.  
 
William and Jane Morris Fund (Church Conservation Grants) 
Grants of between £500 and £5,000 are awarded to churches, chapels and other places of worship in the UK for smaller 
programmes of work concerned with the conservation of decorative features and monuments, but not for structural 
repairs. The decorative feature or monument must date from no later than 1896. Deadlines: 31 August, 31 March. 
 
Yapp Charitable Trust 
Grants of up to £3,000 per year are available for small registered charities, with a total annual expenditure of less than 
£40,000, to help them cover running costs. The Trust gives grants for work focused on the following priority groups: 
elderly people, children and young people aged 5 – 25, people with physical impairments, learning difficulties or mental 
health challenges, social welfare – people trying to overcome life-limiting problems of a social, rather than medical, 
origin, education and learning. Please note, Trustees meet 3 times per year to consider applications and a decision time 
can take up to 5 months from the date of submission.

Update: Due to high 
demand from local community groups the Foundation has now closed the grant programme as they have run out of 
funds.

Bruce Wake Charitable Trust 
The trust provide grants for the provision of leisure activities for people with disabilities. Applications should meet one or 
all of the following: potential beneficiaries are physically disabled wheelchair users; improved access for wheelchair 
users is proposed; a sporting or leisure activity involving disabled wheelchair users is proposed. Apply any time. 
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Care and Wellbeing Fund 
Big Society Capital and Macmillan Cancer Support have joined together to launch the new £12 million Care and 
Wellbeing Fund to provide loans and other investment to develop and scale-up community care services, solving 
community problems for people with long term illness. The Fund has four key priorities: Community based care; 
Integrated care; Better use of informal resources; Prevention and wellbeing. Apply any time. 
 
Caron Keating Foundation 
Financial assistance for small but significant cancer charities, professional carers and support groups. The list of 
beneficiaries on the website gives an idea of the type of work that the Foundation will support. Apply in writing to PO Box

The Clothworkers Foundation Open Grants Programme 
Grants up to £10,000 towards capital costs to UK registered charities, CICs, and other registered UK not-for-profit 
organisations (including special schools). The Open Grants Programme is for organisations with a gross annual income 
of less than £250,000. The total cost of the project must be less than £100,000. Applicants must be able to demonstrate 
that the work of the organisation fits within one or more of the Foundations programme areas. Note: Trustees have have 
suspended applications for larger capital projects under the Open Grants Programmes to focus on Covid-19 emergency 
funding.  
 
Comic Relief Community Fund  
Two types of grants, Capacity Building Grant (up to £500) or Project Delivery Grant (up to £4,000) to grassroots 
community organisations with an income less than £250,000 for work that delivers one of the funders four strategic 
themes:  children survive and thrive; fighting for gender justice, a safe place to be; mental health matters. Administration 
of the local funding is being managed by community charity, Groundwork, which specialises in transforming 
communities and the local environment for the better. 
 
Crash: Support for Homeless People 
The construction and property industries' charity provides support to organisations that help homeless people. To be 
eligible for support, organisations must be registered charities, have legal hold on the building in question and the 
building must be used to deliver services to homeless people or a high percentage of people who are homeless or be 
related to the charity's administrative functions. Crash offers help in 3 ways: professional expertise, building materials 
and cash grants.

The Edward Gostling Foundation - Update

Get Set to Go - Sport England and MIND 
The Get Set to Go programme, is being expanded through £1.5 million of National Lottery funding. Get Set to Go 
programme will train over 30,000 sport and physical activity staff and volunteers to give better support to people with 
mental health problems. Leisure centre, gyms and similar providers will be supported to understand the needs of people 
with mental health problems and to be more welcoming.  Groups are encouraged to talk to their local MIND and 
materials are available on the website. 
 
Glasspool Trust 
The Trust makes available small grants to help individuals in need, it has no restrictions on the type of beneficiary. The 
usual aim of the grant is to help the beneficiary over a short term crisis. Applications have to be made by organisations 
on behalf of a person.

Harrogate Street Aid

Main grants and County grants supporting a wide range of groups including Carers, Community Service, Disability, 
Healthcare, Mental Health, Young and Older People. Apply any time.  
 
Hospital Saturday Fund 
The fund gives grants towards medical projects, capital projects, medical care or research, hospice/respite care and in 
support of medical training. The Hospital Saturday Fund will also consider grants for running costs. Note: Trustees have 
suspended all grant making activity for the foreseeable future with immediate effect,  
 
James Tudor Foundation 
The Foundation supports small to medium sized charitable organisations in the following areas: palliative care, medical 
research, health education, the relief of sickness, and overseas projects. Grants are generally for project costs and 
usually last for one year. Apply any time. 
 
Lloyds Bank Foundation England & Wales – We Fund  
Lloyds Bank Foundation England and Wales has reopened for applications. Registered charities with an annual income 
of £25,000 to £1 million can apply. Charities must be tackling complex social issues such as mental health, 
homelessness and domestic abuse and have a proven track record of helping people achieve positive change.

Rhododendron Trust  Grants of £500 or £1,500 to support humanitarian aid and social welfare projects helping people 
disadvantaged by disability or mental illness (such as those suffering from epilepsy or autism), prisoners and ex-
offenders, addict, people homeless, carers, older people, disadvantaged children. Apply any time. 
 
The R S Brownless Charitable Trust  
The Trust offers grants between £100 and £2,000 to support charities throughout the UK undertaking general charitable 
purposes.

Seafarers UK grant funding 
Seafarers UK makes grants to maritime charities and charitable maritime projects working to help serving and ex-
serving seafarers and their families who are experiencing hardship. Decisions on grant applications are made a 
minimum of 6 times a year. Grant applications in excess of £10,000 can take a minimum of 3 months to be assessed 
and considered by Trustees; grants of £10,000 and less can take a minimum of 6 weeks. A separate Merchant Navy 
Fund is aimed specifically at helping UK Merchant Navy seafarers and their families. 
 
The Sir Jules Thorn Charitable Trust  
The Sir Jules Thorn Charitable Trustôs small grants programme, the Ann Rylands Small Donations, awards grants of up 
to £1,500 to charities with appeals of a humanitarian nature.

Two Ridings Community Foundation accept any donations to the fund, including people passing on some or all of their 
fuel allowance, and distribute small grants to partner organisations. Partner organisations then pass this on as they see 
fit, for people to buy blankets, hot water bottles, flasks, or to supplement fuel payments and so on.  
 
Veteransô Foundation Grants  
The Veterans' Foundation has been created to establish a new and nationwide source of funding to help these charities. 
It acquires its funds through the Veteransô Lottery and donations. The trustees of the Veterans' Foundation will disburse 
funds, up to £30,000, to Armed Forces charities and charitable activities. They will support projects that: reduce 
homelessness; increase employment; provide welfare and medical support; increase confidence and social integration;

Arts Council England - National Lottery Project Grants 
Arts Council England have now re-started their project grants. Grants amounting between £1,000 - £100,000 grants are 
available for arts, museums and libraries projects that engage people in England with arts and culture. Additional 
guidance that explains how the fund will work between now and April 2021 is now available on their website.  

Baring Foundation – Arts Programme  
The Foundation is offering unrestricted grants to established organisations in the UK that focus solely on offering 
creative opportunities to people of any age living with mental health problems using the skills of professionally trained 
artists. The Foundation envisages making grants of £12,000 - £15,000. The final grant awarded will depend on the level 
of demand.

Arts & Culture Impact Fund

The Fund brings together a mix of public, private and philanthropic investors – Arts Council England, the National 
Lottery Heritage Fund, Big Society Capital, Bank of America, the Esmée Fairbairn Foundation and Nesta.  
 
Association for Industrial Archaeology 
Grants to not for profit organisations, registered charities, trusts, CICs for the restoration of important industrial buildings, 
structures, machinery, vehicles and vessels within the UK..  From 2020 onwards the available Grants pot is divided into 
two categories: 

¶ Major projects where the maximum grant that can be awarded is £20,000. The grant from the AIA must be a 
significant part of the total project cost.   

¶ Small projects which are allocated at least 20% of the available funds. The grant limit is £7,500, for which the total 
cost of the project, excluding the value of volunteer labour, must not exceed £10,000.  

Deadline for all applications: 31 March annually. 
 
Association of Independent Museums (AIM)- Collections Care and Conservation Grants 
AIM encourages applications from museums to bring in conservation expertise to ensure that collections care and 
conservation meets professional standards and will have most impact for museums and their visitors. The maximum 
grant is £10,000 with the average grant expected to be around £5,000. Deadline for applications is 30 September 2020.  

 
ChurchCare Grants 
ChurchCare supports those in parishes, dioceses and cathedrals caring for their buildings. It gives grants for urgent 
fabric repairs and the conservation of our historic church interiors and churchyard structures. Deadline: Varies according 
to grant applied for.  
 
Esmee Fairbairn Collections Fund  
The Esmée Fairbairn Collections Fund supports a range of projects that bring collections closer to people. From 2020 
the Museums Association will run two grant funds with two-stage applications 
Collections innovation and engagement grants: these grants of up to £90k over two years are available for 
outstanding ideas that make a strong link between the collection, the people you want to work with, and the activities 
and context of your organisation. Expressions of interest twice a year in March and September. Note: this year they will 
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award only one set of projects from a total pot of £500k.  Shortlisted grants from the March 2020 round have been 
invited to the second stage of the autumn grant round and new expressions of interest are expected until 14 September.  
Collections strategy and development grants: Grants of up to £250k for projects running for five years or under 
will be awarded to initiatives that use collections work to support the established strategy of an organisation for longer 
term benefit. The grants are open for applications one a year. Before submitting an expression of interest, you will need 
to speak to a member of their team to discuss your project – Applicants should speak to a member of the selection team 
before submitting an expression of interest. Note: This fund was due to award its first projects in 2020, but the 
Foundation has postponed this round to 2021 and will fund more projects than initially planned for this year.   
 
The Fenton Arts Trust  
The Trust focuses on supporting artists at the beginning of their careers. The Trust's overall aim is to give 
encouragement and financial support to those actively contributing to the creative arts in the UK. It assists individuals 
and organisations that contribute to the artistic and cultural life of this country. Grants are generally from £1,000-£5,000. 
The trustees meet three times a year to consider applications. Note: During the Covid-19 crisis Trustees have 
suspended new grant awards and are reviewing the situation on an ongoing basis. 
 
 Fidelio Charitable Trust - Update  
Fidelio welcomes applications for grants in support of the Arts particularly for Music, including Opera, Lieder, 
Composition and Dance. Funds are limited and no single grant will normally be greater than £5,000. Applications need 
to be supported by Institutions, Colleges, Arts Festivals or other similar arts organisations in the United Kingdom with 
recognised relevant expertise. Trustees meetings are normally held three times a year in March, June and October. 
Update: Closing date for receipt of applications for the 2020 meetings is 18 September.  
 
The Finnis Scott Foundation  
The Foundation can make grants between £500 and £10,000 for any purpose but is presently focussed on the areas of 
horticulture and fine art and art history. Exceptionally, larger grants may be considered at the Trusteesô discretion. 
Preference is given to making grants to smaller charities where the grant would have a significant impact. The 
Foundation funds both capital and revenue projects. Trustees meet on a quarterly basis. 
 
Golsoncott Foundation 
The Golsoncott Foundation aims to promote, maintain, improve and advance education in the arts generally and in 
particular the fine arts and music. This includes providing access to the arts for young people and developing new 
audiences. Deadlines: end April, end July, end October, end January. 
 
The Henry Moore Foundation 
Henry Moore Grants support sculpture across historical, modern and contemporary registers and seeking to fund 
research that expands the appreciation of sculpture. There are five types of grant and are up to £20,000. Deadlines for 
applications: 9 September, 9 December.   
 
Harold Hyam Wingate Foundation 

Grants up to £10,000 for smaller charities with projects in specific areas including Jewish Life and Learning, the 
performing arts and music, and particularly  those not readily attracting backing from commercial sponsors or other 

funding bodies, or which are not eligible for public funding. Note: In the current circumstances the Trustees will not be 
meeting to consider applications for the foreseeable future. Please do not submit new applications for funding at this 
time.  

Idlewild Trust 
Idlewild Trust runs two programmes supporting specific areas within conservation and the arts. Registered charities 
concerned with the encouragement of excellence in the performing and fine arts and the preservation for the benefit of 
the public of buildings and items of historical interest or national importance can apply for grants of up to £5,000. The 
Trustees meet in May and November each year. Deadline for 2020: 10 September for a decision in November 2020. 
Note: The next Open Round for the Arts and Conservation Funds will be in 2021. Next deadline will be published later 
this year.

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Music for All 
Music for All makes grants available to address the musical needs of community music groups and educational 
organisations. Grants are typically around £2,500. Deadlines: 1 July, 1 November, 1 February. Note: this yearôs Autumn 
funding deadline (with application deadline on 1 July has been extended until 1st November for funding in January 2021 
due to the Coronavirus crisis.  
 
National Churches Trust - Gateway Grant Programme 
Grants of between £3,000 and £10,000 towards project development and investigative work up to RIBA planning stage 
1, to support churches preparing for a major project, and in developing their project to the point at which they can 
approach a major grant funder.

New this issue 
 
 
The Fore Trust  
The Trust offers development funding and business support to expand the capacity of small registered charities, social 
enterprises, CICs, charitable incorporated organisations and community benefit societies with a turnover of less than 
£500,000 a year. Update: In Autumn 2020, The Foreôs RAFT Transition Fund is offering unrestricted grants of up to 
£15,000 to help fantastic small charities and social enterprises plan for the longer term and gain a stronger footing in a 
post-coronavirus world. The second round of funding will open for registration in September.  
  
School for Social Entrepreneurs - Trade Back 
In response to the economic crisis, the School for Social Entrepreneurs (SSE) launched the Trade Back: a new type of 
business support grant that incentivises social impact organisations to trade, while supporting them to recover and 
rebuild.

Note: Power to Change has suspended all 
current funding programmes, including More Than A Pub, as we are focusing our attention on supporting community 
businesses affected by Covid-19. All future rounds of this programme are currently paused.  
 
New £1.15 million fund for the British pub 
The Government has announced new funding to support community pubs. The new £1.5 Million fund will benefit an 
estimated 100 communities to either own their local pub or benefit from new, pub-based community services and 
facilities. This new funding will support community pubs through two key programmes: More Than a Pub and Pub is The 
Hub.            
 
The Reach Fund  
This grant programme helps charities and social enterprises raise investment. The programme is funded by  Access – 
The Foundation for Social Investment with grants between £5,000 and £15,000. The fund is open to charities and social 
enterprises, operating in England. Any organisation can register and complete the diagnostic tool but in order to apply 
for a grant you must have been in contact with a designated Access Point who will approve your registration.

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Implementation of successful litigation fund: Grants of up to £30,000 are available for up to one year for civil 
society organisations who want to implement a court judgment, or other outcome of a litigation process, that has the 
potential to achieve social change for people facing discrimination and disadvantage.

The Energy Redress Scheme distribute payments from energy companies who may have breached rules. The funds 
can pay for anything from making a home more energy efficient to providing advice that helps consumers to keep on top 
of their bills. The amount of funding available through the scheme varies throughout the year. Eligible charities that have 
registered interest in the scheme will be notified when funds become available.    
 
The Fusion Fund - Update  
UK-based professional and emerging professional musicians, of all genres and disciplines, may apply for grants 
between £2,000 – £5,000 to undertake UK-based projects that develop and test new work, ideas or potential career 
directions through inspiring periods of collaborative research and development. Next deadline is 14 September. Update: 
The Fund has received unprecedented numbers of applications across this period and decided to take a brief pause in 
the Creative Programme. The Fusion Fund will repopen in Autumn. 
 
ESF Community Grant – West Yorkshire 
Part of the European Social Fund (ESF) programme. Grants of between £5,000 and £20,000 are available to small and 
voluntary organisations to help unemployed people advance towards employment, education and training. The 
programme will run from April 2019 with applications open until October 2020.

Homes in Community Hands – Power to Change - Update  
This programme will award grants averaging £50,000 to community led housing projects that will create schemes that 
deliver a majority of permanently affordable homes for rent or sale to locally connected people. These can be either as 
new build housing or by refurbishing empty properties. Leeds City Region is one of the areas of the country where funds 
will be largely focussed, although funds will also be available to genuinely innovative community led housing projects 
anywhere in England. Update: Power to Change has suspended all current funding programmes including Homes in 
Community Hands, as attention is currently focussed on supporting community businesses affected by Covid-19.  
 
Places of Worship (POW): protective security funding scheme 
Grants up to £56,000 will be provided for protective security measures to places of worship and associated faith 
community centres that are vulnerable to hate crime. Deadline is 9 August 2020. 
 
Small Charities Challenge Fund (SCCF) - Update  
Grants of up to £50,000 are available for small UK-registered charities and not-for-profit organisations that are seeking 
to address the Sustainable Development Goals and improve the lives of the most vulnerable and marginalised. 
Update: Due to the outbreak of Covid-19, the Fund will be prioritising applications that can demonstrate that they are 
responding to longer term impacts of Covid-19. The next review date is 24 September 2020.  
 
The Joseph Rowntree Charitable Trust to increase grant spending in the UK 
The Joseph Rowntree Charitable Trust has announced plans in addition to increasing its grant spending by over £3 
million a year, for the next ten years, JRCT will work to increase the number of grants given to organisations outside 
London to improve the geographical diversity of funding across the UK. The Trust will also make a number of larger, 
longer or core grants to charities where suitable. 
 
Just Act and Crowdfunder Community Projects Funding 
Just Act is offering £50,000 to community groups and organisations that need financial assistance for their crowdfunding 
campaign. Crowdfunder has taken over the day-to-day running of Just Act and has created Just Act Community Fund, to 
distribute £50,000 to community projects. The Community Fund will fund up to 50% of a Crowdfunder project target to a 
maximum of £1,000. Funds are available on a first-come, first-served basis.   
 
Landfill Communities Fund 
The Landfill Communities Fund (LCF) is a tax credit scheme enabling operators of landfill sites to contribute money to 
organisations enrolled with ENTRUST as Environmental Bodies (EBs) to provide grants for environmental 
improvements. Funding is for community and environmental organisations in the vicinity of a landfill site. There are two 
methods of receiving funding, the entrust website provides information on access to an Environmental Body (EB) that 
distributes the monies on a Landfill Operator's behalf (a distributive Environmental Body) or directly from a Landfill 
Operator (LO).

2020 to focus on supporting organisations they fund to survive the impact of Covid-19. 
  
Reach Fund - Social Investment  
A £4m fund to encourage charities and social enterprises to access social investment has been launched by two major 
social finance organisations. The money for the two-year Reach Fund is provided by Access: the Foundation for Social 
Investment. The Fund provides grants to organisations that need specific support to be able to take on a loan, and is 
designed to test a new model of investment readiness support. Grants of up to £15,000 are available. Apply any time.  
 
SIB Finance for Charities and Social Enterprises 
Local Impact Funds are a new type of social investment model that will bring national investors, like the SIB Group and 
Big Society Capital, together with local investors such as local authorities, community foundations and individuals, to 
provide funding and support to local charities and social enterprises. Local Impact Funds will be led by local sector 
bodies, bringing together local and national partners and investors. 

Social and Sustainable Capital Housing Fund offers long-term, flexible loans and quasi-equity investments ranging 
from £250,000 to £2 million to help charities build homes for vulnerable people and their families. The aim is to support 
30 organisations to house 10,000 people over the next 10 years through long-term, flexible loans and quasi-equity

South Yorkshire Police and Crime Commissioner grants - Update

St James's Place Foundation

Strategic Legal Fund for Vulnerable Young MigrantsGrants are available to not-for-profit organisations in the UK 
that provide specialist level legal advice to vulnerable young migrants as well as to firms of solicitors that provide 
specialist level legal advice to vulnerable young migrants. Maximum value £30,000. Deadlines: every two months. Note:

Suez Communities Trust

Funding can 
cover core costs of running an organisation, including salaries, overheads and day-to-day running costs. The Trust 
also provides project grants, capital grants for buildings or equipment and grants to help strengthen an organisation. 
No minimum or maximum grants. Apply any time. 
 
Westhill Endowment Fund - Update  
Westhill provides financial investment and other resources to support religious education projects and faith-motivated 
activities that enable people to transform their lives and the life of their communities. Grants are generally between 
£1,000 and £20,000. Applicants will be advised of the deadline for consideration at Trustee meetings. Update: next 
application deadline is Tuesday 8 September 2020.
