	Increasing inclusivity - actions and project update
Project outline April draft.  
Applications to NY Shared Prosperity Fund (SPF) Communities investment programme was paused in May and is anticipated to reopen at the end of July.  An application was not put in before it closed and there is further work to do on it to complete the template.
The discussion will focus on next steps:

1. completing the EOI - with input and passing it by a number of colleagues on the group who have come forward
2. a Task and Finish group conversation to explore how the project might be split into parts, should the SPF application not be successful.  This group will explore how the various strands of work could be progressed, links to other work and other possible avenues for funding partners are involved in.  Colleagues are asked to put themselves forward for a meeting to be held end August/early September
3. how to share and gather feedback from groups of people we are wanting the project to reach, beyond this meeting
4. and lastly, discussion of who is best to lead the wider project or parts of it, with continued support from Community First Yorkshire
